Special Prayer Meeting Full

A special prayer meeting was held in Daejeon 
Manmin Church by the Central Region Council 
of the United Holiness Church of Jesus Christ at 
7:30 PM June 20, with speaker Pastor Soojin Lee. 
This event was live-broadcast on YouTube. The 
attendees came from Daejeon, Gong ju, Sarang, 
Seosan, Sokcho, Asan, Cheonan, Cheong ju, 
Chuncheon, Choonju Manmin churches and 
pastors and members from other churches as 
well.

The speaker Pastor Soojin Lee urged the 
attendees to believe in the promise of God and 
please Him, so that they could receive answers.

Hwancheol Choi of 
Gumi Manmin Church said, “Due to lef t pupil 
paralysis things were foggy, but I can see clearly 
now.”

Seonyei Lim from Suwon testif ied, “I had 
dif f iculty hearing and Meniere disease in the 
left ear. I had ringing noise and pain, but after 
prayer all symptoms are gone.” Hwaseon Ryu 
was healed of rotator cuff tear, Eunhee Kim was 
healed of frozen shoulder, and many others gave 
their testimonies. 

Pastor Taeshik Gil said, “I reaf f irmed my 
determination to become a powerful servant 
that embraces many souls w ith love. The 
Central Region Council will be united as one 
and become greater strength to the main church 
in fullness of the Spirit.”

T he  2019 Sund a y  Sc hool  Teac her s’ 
Seminary was held in the 4th sanctuary of 
our church on June 17 and 18, by Education 
Dept. of  United Holiness Church of  Jesus 
Christ. It was titled ‘Glory of Resurrection’. 
Participants came f rom Daejeon, Gumi, 
Miryang, and Cheonan Manmin Churches.

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2 The Word of Life

Those who don’t have self-control make 
their  lives dif f icult  and cause hardships 
for themselves. For the believers who have 
accepted Jesus Christ, self-control is a must to 
cast away most basic sins. 

Self-control is one of the 9 fruits of the Holy 
Spirit. It is not just power to press down sin 
desires; it controls all other fruits of the Spirit 
to be perfect. So, the fruits of Spirit begin with 
love and end with self-control. Let us take a 
closer look at the fruit of self-control. 

1. Makes All Other Fruits Perfect
Se l f -c ont r ol  i s  not  a s  out s t a nd ing  a s 

ot her  f r uits of  t he Spir it  in terms of  its 
c ha rac ter is t ic s  but  in  no  w a y  i t  is  less 
important. It controls all other f ruits to be 
stable and f irm. All fruits of the Spirit become 
perfect only with self-control and for this 
reason it is mentioned last. 

If  you have joy, you can’t just show it any 
time but only  when it’s appropriate. Self-
control is necessary in faithfulness as well. If 
you have multiple duties, you need to prioritize 
your duties so that you are where you need 
to be. Even if  the meeting is great, you need 
to f inish it when it is supposed to be f inished. 
Self-control is necessary to be faithf ul in all 
God’s household. 

The same goes for all other f ruits such as 
love, peace, kindness, and goodness. When you 
show the acts that come from the fruit of  the 
Spirit, you must not cross any line by following 
the guidance of  the Holy Spirit. The fruit of 
self-control prompts you when you need to 
decide which things to do f irst and those that 
can be done later. It can let you know when to 
step in and when to back of f. 

Hav ing bor ne t he  9 f r uits  of  t he  Holy 
Spirit completely means that you are acting 
in perfection in every matter, following the 
desires of the Spirit. And to do this, you must 
have the fruit of self-control. That is why it is 
said all 9 fruits of the Spirit are completed by 
the last fruit, self-control. 

2. Evidence of the Fruit of Self-Control Borne

1) You Always Follow the Order 
Those who have borne the f ruit of  self-

control know their position in the order, so 
they know when they should take action and 
when they shouldn’t, and what they should say 
and what they shouldn’t. Thus they don’t cause 
any disputes. 

They don’t do anything that is out of  line. 
Suppose the leader of  a mission group gave 
instructions to the manager. Just because this 
manager thinks he has a better way, he just 
does things his way. Even if  the manager had 
done it with godly faithfulness, he violated the 
order due to lack of self-control. 

Even in the church, what the leader wants 
to do might be dif ferent from what you want 
to do. Even if  your idea seems very good and 
it will help the group very much, you can’t 
produce good results if  you break peace by by 
going against the directions of superiors. This 
is to give grounds for Satan to accuse you, and 
God’s work will be blocked. 

Therefore, unless it is something totally 
against the truth, you should follow the order 
thinking of  the whole church even if  your 
leader’s opinions are dif ferent from yours. 

2)  Y o u  P u t  t h e  T r u t h  i n t o  A c t i o n 
Appropriately

It’s good to cry out in prayer, but you can’t 
just do that anywhere and any time you want. 
You might mask God’s glory by doing so. You 
should also have discernment on which things 
to say when you counsel believers. 

If you say something that the believers can’t 
understand within their measure of  faith, 
they might lose fullness of Spirit or even pass 
judgment. In some cases, some people hold 
others who are busy and give their lengthy 
testimonies. Even though the testimonies are 
f ull of  grace, it’d be dif f icult for the hearers 
to be touched in such a situation. They might 
pretend to listen just to be courteous, but their 
mind is not at ease, and they can’t really focus 
on the testimony.

In a group or mission group meeting with the 
Senior Pastor, if  you give a lengthy personal 

testimony, it means you are using up the time 
for the whole group all by yourself. Thus, 
we need to consider various situations and 
exercise self-control. 

3) You Are not Impatient or Impulsive
Those who don’t have self-control are usually 

impatient and reckless. As they rush things, 
they don’t have proper judgments and miss 
out some important things, too. They might 
cause uncomfortable relationships by passing 
judgments on people. 

W hen they  need to listen to others and 
t hen  a ns w er,  t hose  w ho  a r e  i mpa t ient 
ma k e  ma n y  m is t a k e s.  T her e f or e,  t he y 
shouldn’t just intervene while others are still 
talking but listen to the end to prevent any 
misunderstanding. Furthermore, in so doing 
they can understand the intention of others as 
well. 

Jesus’s disciple Peter was impatient and 
bragging before he received the Holy Spirit. 
Before taking the cross, Jesus said to Peter 
that he’d deny Jesus. Peter said he’d never do 
so. 

If  Peter had self-control, he’d have tried to 
see what he really had to say rather than just 
saying things right of f  the top of  his head. If 
he knew there was nothing that Jesus would 
ever say that was meaningless he would have 
tried to keep what the Lord had said in his 
mind and prepared himself  so that such a 
thing wouldn’t happen. Such discernment 
comes from the fruit of self-control. 

In John chapter 7, Jesus didn’t leave for 
Jerusalem for the Feast of  Booths (Feast of 
Tabernacles). So, His brothers urged Him to go 
to Jerusalem to show miracles and gain their 
support. They had their own ideas and became 
impatient with Jesus, who was waiting for the 
right moment. If Jesus hadn’t had self-control, 
he’d have gone up to Jerusalem immediately. 

However, Jesus wasn’t  a f f ec ted by  His 
brothers’ urging but just waited for the right 
time of  God. Af ter they lef t for Jerusalem, 
He went quietly without being seen by others. 
Jesus knew exactly when to stay and when to

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leave. He acted according to God’s will. 

3. To Bear the Fruit of Self-Control
In many cases people have ulterior motives 

that are different from their words. Some draw 
attention to other people’s faults in order to hide 
their own. They make a request saying it is for 
others, while it is actually to get what they want. 

They ask a question say ing they want to 
f ind out God’s will, but actually they are just 
seeking the answer they want. If  we quietly 
continue talking with these people, they will 
soon reveal their intentions. 

Those who have self-control are not easily 
agitated by what others say. They can quietly 
listen to others and discern the truth by the 
works of the Holy Spirit. 

If  you give an answer with self-control and 
discernment, you wouldn’t make mistakes 
caused by  f ault y  judgment. To that same 
extent, your word will carry weight and it will 
have authority. Now, what do we have to do to 
bear the fruit of self-control?

First, we should cultivate unchanging heart. 
If  we have a truthf ul heart that is f ree of 

falsehood and cunningness, we can do the 
things that we decide to do. Of course, we can’t 
cultivate such a heart overnight. We have to 
train ourselves to keep our heart f rom little 
things so that we can eventually cultivate an 
unchanging heart. 

Next, we should try to hear the voice of the 
Holy Spirit before doing things at our own 
discretion. 

We can hear the voice of  the Holy Spirit to 
the extent that we take in and make bread of 
God’s word. When we’re wrongfully accused, 
we can hear, “Forgive, love.” However, if  we 
have a lot of  untruths in our heart, we will 
hear Satan’s voice f irst say ing, “They w ill 
look down on you if  you just leave them be. 
You should teach them a strong lesson f irst.” 
Even if  you hear Holy Spirit’s voice, if  the evil 
thoughts are dominant, you’d miss the faint 
voice of the Holy Spirit. 

We can hear the voice of  the Holy Spirit 
when we cast away untruths from our heart 
and make bread of God’s word. When we obey 
the faint voices of  the Spirit, we’ll be able 
to hear them more clearly. We should try to 
follow the voice rather than doing the things 
that seem urgent to us. 

A s we keep on listening to and obey ing 
the desires of  the Holy Spirit, we’ll be able 
to discern between minute details and act in 
harmony in all matters. 

Dear brothers and sisters, it is the f ruit of 
self-control that controls love, joy, peace, 
patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, and 
gentleness. All these are made perfect by self-
control. 

I hope you will bear the fruits of  the Spirit 
completely so that you will receive everything 
you ask and you’ll prosper in all things. In so 
doing, may you give out light and power in this 
dark world and reveal the glory of God, I pray 
this in the name of the Lord!

For our prayers to please God, 
we have to pray with all our heart. 
We have to pray with all our mind, 
strength, and power. Those who 
pray with all their heart do not 
babble, and they pray with upright 
attitude. 

Jesus showed the best example 
of prayer. He prayed on His knees 

wrestling with all His strength 
in prayer (Luke 22:39-44). When 
Elijah tried to receive the answer 
or rain, he prayed earnest ly  as 
recorded in 1 Kings 18:42 saying, 
“…and he crouched down on the 
earth and put his face between his 
knees.” 

Many  people disobey  God or 

even complain when things don’t 
go as they’d like. They doubt God 
like the surf  of  the sea, driven 
and tossed by the w ind. James 
1:6-8 tell us, “For that man ought 
not to expect that he will receive 
anything f rom the Lord, being a 
double-minded man, unstable in 
all his ways.”

Jer. 33:3 says, “Call to Me and I 
will answer you, and I will tell you 
great and mighty things, which 
you do not  k now.” To cr y  out 
before God is to raise our voice 
with an earnest voice. 

When we cry out in prayer, we 
won’t be af fected by idle thoughts 
or  drowsiness, so we can pray 

with all our heart. Just as we get 
harvest through our toil (Gen. 3:19), 
we can receive answers from God 
when we toil and cry out in prayer. 

Our prayers must penetrate the 
camps of  the devil in the air so 
that they can reach God’s throne. 
Only then will we be f illed with 
the Spirit and our problems will 

go away. Angels take up the aroma 
of our prayers, and angels can take 
only the prayers that are spoken 
out loud (Rev. 8:3) so they can 
reach God only when we cry out. 

How e v er,  c r y ing  out  is  not 
screaming, it is in earnestness. We 
should also cry out at appropriate 
moments and places. 

We can have t he momentum 
when we have a clear goal. On 
the contrar y, if  our goal is not 
clear, we can’t have a direction. 
Just a litt le obstacle will let us 
have doubt about the work we’re 
doing, and we might even give it 
up. 

So, we must have a clear goal 
w hen we pray  to God as wel l. 
We can pray with patience and 
e a r n e s t n e s s  w h e n  w e  k n o w 
clearly what we want. A lso, we 
can ask  God conf ident ly  when 
we keep His commandments. He 
knows our needs and f ills them 

considering our hear t that has 
nothing to be condemned (1 John 
3:21-22). 

Prayer must not be just a habit 
or  f or ma l i t y.  We  c a n  rec ei ve 
answers quickly and change our 
hear t when we pray  w ith ver y 
clear goals. 

O u r  e f f or t  i s  i mpor t a nt  i n 
gaining faith, but spiritual faith 
is given only by God. And we can 
receive answers to prayers only 
w hen we have spir itua l  f a it h, 
which is accompanied by actions. 

God answers according to each 
one’s faith. He answers us when 
we pray with faith without being 

shaken in any situation. W hen 
we store up our prayers, we can 
rec ei ve  pow er  f rom  a bove  to 
struggle against sins and obey the 
truth. Then, we can have the faith 
to please God (Heb. 11:6). 

If  we believe that our prayers 
will be answered, we won’t feel 
tired or dif f icult about praying. 

If  we have love for the dy ing 
s o u l s ,  w e  c a n  p r a y  w i t h  a 
desperate heart, because we will 
consider their problems as our 
own. 

We  c a n  r ec ei v e  our  hea r t s’ 
desires and answers to prayers 
quickly when we pray with love 
and faith.

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My hearing worsened gradually, 
and from 6 years ago, I couldn’t 
hear at all with my right ear. 

I couldn’t hear well with my left 
ear either. Others had to shout 
when they were talking to me. 
When watching TV, I couldn’t hear 
the sound. 

In July 2018, I had my hearing 
examined. My right ear had lost 
hearing completely. The doctor said 
there was no cure for my right ear 
and suggested using a hearing aid 
in my lef t ear. I used one, but it 
didn’t make much of a difference. 

In the worship service, I always 
had to sit next to the loud-speaker 
on the lef t wall of the sanctuary, 
or I wouldn’t be able to hear the 

sermon. So, I really wanted to get 
the healing of God. 

I listened to the sermon series 
‘The Message of the Cross’ of the 
Senior Pastor and tried to live 
by the word of  God. I delivered 
Manmin News to my neighbors. 
From March this year, my heart 
became desperate to be healed I 
tried my best to pray and I fasted a 
meal each week to prepare for the 
special healing session. 

On March 29, I received divine 
healing for a chronic condition in 
the special healing session. I had 
eczema on my thighs since I was a 
teenager, and after the prayer with 
handkerchief from the pulpit (Acts 
19:11-12), I was set f ree from the 
pains of chronic eczema. 

With a  joy f ul and thank f ul 
heart, I prepared myself to get the 

healing for my ears. I repented 
of  not loving the people around 
me and not treating them with 
goodness. I realized I was the one 
to blame and repented with tears 
and runny nose. I felt refreshed. 

On A pr i l  26, I  at tended t he 
specia l healing session during 
the Friday all-night service and 
received the handkerchief prayer. 
Something amazing happened on 
Sunday. 

I  am a  member  of  Manmin 
Volunteer’s Group and I prepare 
the noodles for lunch. Af ter the 
voluntary service was over, I was 
talking with other volunteers, and 
to my surprise I could hear them 
clearly. I realized God healed me, 
and I tried to hear what others 
were saying after blocking my left 
ear. I could hear with my right ear!

On May 15, I went to a hospital 
and received a hearing test. The 
hearing of the right ear, which had 
been lost completely, was 70-80dB 
and my lef t ear’s hearing also got 
better. Hallelujah!

Now, I don’t have to look for 
loud-speakers in worship services. 
When I listen to sermons with my 
smart phone, I don’t have to put 
the volume so high. I am so happy. 
I give all thanks and glory to God!

In  e a r l y  No v em ber  2017,  I 
happened to hear the sermons of 
Rev. Jaerock Lee on Enlace TV, the 
biggest Christian channel in Latin 
America. The sermons were clear 

and refreshing. I could feel God’s 
love through them. 

It was the message that I was 
looking for. I was so happy. I saw 
the address of Colombia Manmin 

Church on the TV and went there 
next Sunday. It took 6 hours by car 
f rom Medellin to Bogota where 
the church was located. However, I 
registered in the church, and then, 
I attend the worship services and 
Daniel Prayer Meetings on YouTube 
live. 

My life has completely turned 
around since then. I worship in 
spirit and truth and pray in the 
inspiration of  the Holy Spirit. I 
came to obey the Lord and I am 
full of the hope of heaven. 

On Feb. 16, 2019, I  came to 
e x per ienc e  a n  a ma z i ng  a nd 
powerful work of God. My house is 
located in the wildlife reserve, and 
there are many insects and animals 
including scorpions. 

I was moving a box while I was 
cleaning the basement of my house. 

Suddenly I felt sharp pain on my 
foot. I looked around in a hurry and 
saw a scorpion among the boxes. 

I was stung by a scorpion. I felt 
the poison quick ly  coming up 
through my arteries, and my legs 
began to be paralyzed. 

I ca l led out to the Lord and 
received the Senior Pastor’s prayer 
for the sick on the smart phone. 
Within 5 minutes, the excruciating 
pain dissipated and the paralysis 
was gone, too. Hallelujah!

My daughter was also healed 
of  depression in June 2018 when 
she received the prayer with the 
handkerchief on which the Senior 
Pastor prayed (Acts 19:11-12). I give 
all thanks and glory to God who 
led me to this church to experience 
amazing power and to lead a happy 
Christian life.
